The Anne B. Kingsley Ovarian Cancer Foundation and the Gynecologic Cancer Foundation Announce Recipient of Research Grant
Davis, California – The Anne B. Kingsley Ovarian Cancer Foundation and the Gynecologic Cancer Foundation (GCF) are pleased to announce that they have selected Douglas A. Levine, MD of the Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center to receive a $50,000 research grant to support his research entitled MicroRNA Gene Expression in Advanced Ovarian Cancer.
The GCF, which administered the awards program, was founded by the Society of Gynecologic Oncologists in 1991.  The GCF’s mission is to ensure public awareness of gynecologic cancer prevention, early diagnosis and proper treatment.  To advance this goal, the GCF supports research and training related to gynecologic cancers through its annual research grants and awards.  

This award was made possible through the generosity of the private donors to the Anne B. Kingsley Ovarian Cancer Foundation (the Foundation).  The Foundation, created in 2005 in memory of Anne B. Kingsley by her family, is committed to the goal of supporting promising research aimed at early detection of ovarian cancer.

Dr. Levine’s research has a primary aim of identifying molecular changes that would predict response to chemotherapeutics in the treatment of ovarian cancer.  The technology utilized consists of molecular fingerprinting whereby genes are found to be turned on or off in association with ovarian cancer.  An important secondary benefit of this research would be to determine which genes are turned on and off in the development of the disease.  Such knowledge could lead to effective screening strategies (early detection) for ovarian cancer.  

“GCF thanks the Anne B. Kingsley Ovarian Cancer Foundation for their unwavering commitment to the promise of discovery through research,” said GCF Chairman Karl C. Podratz, MD, PhD.  “Because of this commitment, we are funding promising research in the field of ovarian cancer and look forward to following the progress of this important research effort.”
